Daniel Ramirez

I'd like to introduce Daniel Ramirez as our next Member Spotlight interviewee. Daniel won the
IFSCC Essay Contest this year! He is a Formulator for Product Formulation at Mary Kay Inc. Daniel
served as SWSCC Secretary in 2005-2006, followed by Chair-Elect and Chair from 2007-2008, and

in 2015, was our first Member Spotlight Interviewer, and held that position until early this year.

We’ll find out more about Daniel’s career, how he got into this field, and also find out what he does
when he’s not working.

So let’s get to know Daniel a little bit better.

Starting off with the basics.
Where were you born and raised? | was born and raised in Dallas, which makes me one of the

few true native-born formulators in our department.

Where did you go to college? | started in the Dallas Community College, and then went on to
graduate from UT Arlington

What was your first job at the teenage level (if applicable), and after college? At the teenage
level, | worked at a Jack-In-The-Box. The food might not have been the healthiest, but for a
teenager, it was perfect. My first job after college is the one I’'m at right now. | was already

working at Mary Kay while in college.

How did you get into the cosmetic industry? | did not know | wanted to work in cosmetics until |
took a position as a lab technician in Product Development, which is when | realized that
being a formulator was not only a pretty cool job, but it came with a challenge that got my

interest, and | knew | wanted to pursue that career.

So what exactly is it that you do? As a
formulator, | create all kinds of products,
from creams, lotions and shower gels - to
mascaras, eyeliners, and complex
foundations.

What is one of the most interesting parts of
your job? | like being creative, and

¥ problem-solving, and as a formulator, this
job provides me the opportunity to do both.
Pigmented products can be some of the
most challenging products to work with.
Sometimes I’'m resolving my own
formulation challenges, and sometimes I'm
being asked to help problem-solve other products, especially pigmented products, as that is
usually my main focus.

What’s one of the things that you like most about
your job: That my job is never boring or
mundane, and | can use my imagination to be
as innovative as | need or want to be, so that
creating something new is a challenge that |
look forward to everyday.
